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TIME WAITS FOR NONE

Genesis 1:1 

In the beginning...

The sentence itself indicates that, God created time, even before he created, the heaven and 
the earth. A start / beginning can only happen, when it is measured, in terms of time. Without 
the existence of time, there cannot be a start and an end. There is Genesis hence there is a 
Revelation. 

Every beautiful creation of GOD, whatever you can think of, be it any being, in this world, has 
been created, with a cut-off or we can say it, in a simpler word “expiry”. The countdown starts 
from the time it is created or invented for eg., from conception to an elderly, from larva to a 
beautiful butterfly.

Its same, like the parable of wise and foolish 
Virgins. The wise virgins were ahead of time. They were, smart enough to buy oil for their lamps, 
for the wait and they were chosen, to participate in the wedding, while, the foolish ones, were 
behind time. If you are missed out, you will be considered one among the strangers, as we see 
in scripture.

Mathew 25:12

“But he replied, ‘Truly I tell you, I don’t know you.”

A person who values time, is always, ahead of time and the Kingdom belongs to him. There is 
no chance of failure.

The second classification is “are we ON time”

On time persons has no room for changes. It’s a touch and go situation. There is 50-50 chance 
of failure and success. LORD does not want us to be failures, not even by Nano seconds because, 
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HE has made us to be winners. Time today is more precious than time tomorrow, as we do not 
know what’s kept for us the next moment. 

As mentioned in scripture

Ecclesiastes 9:11

I returned, and saw under the sun, that the race is not to the swift, nor the battle to the strong, 

neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to men of understanding, nor yet favour to men of 

skill; but time and chance happens to them all.

Bread is not only to the wise or riches only to the man of understanding or favour only to the 

men of skill…NO..NOT AT ALL. Time and chance is for ALL. It depends on us how to get it. An 

Opportunity lost is lost forever. So try not to be the “on time” person.

The last and the most disliked classification is “are we behind time”?

None of us, wants us to be, those foolish virgins who were failures and missed the opportunity. 

Time wasted, needs clarification, in the “court of Lord”. If we were to waste time, which was 

assigned to us, then rather HE would have given this time to someone else. Isn’t it? 

HE has created us with a purpose. HIS expectation are high on us because HE has taken 6720 hrs 

(280 days= 9 months) is, good amount of time, to form us. HE has made, each one of us, in its 

uniqueness.
